1. AAP will liaison with various school chains in Karachi and Hyderabad to get appropriate discounts
to the members of Society. .
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2. AAP has signed an agreement with The Citizen Foundation (TCF) school system. All expenses for
the students of needy AAP member families will be borne by AAP. T
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< 3. AAP will provide 100% fees to the students who are studying in government schools. S :
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4. AAP will provide 100% fees or Rs. 3000/- (whichever is lower) for upto three children of the family
who are studying in private schools. Maximum amount to be given per family is limited to Rs. BN
6,000/- per month. Elite Private schools like City, Beacon House, Educators etc whose fees are
above Rs. 6,000/- per month are not included in the scope of this policy. :
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5. If the family is also taking monthly support from AAP, then the maximum limit for all types of

support is limited to Rs. 8,000/- per family. However, if the children are orphans, then the
maximum support per family will be limited to Rs. 10,000/-.

6. AAP will not pay any other additional fees like Annual Fees, Admission Fees or any other special
fees or charges for Private Schools. However, all types of fees and charges will be 100% paid by

AAP for the students who are studying in government or TCF schools. Van fees will not be paid in
any case.
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7. AAP will also provide stationary/books and uniform cost, once a year, for the students. 100% cost
will be borne by AAP in case of Government or TCF Schools. For Private schools, AAP will provide

100% charges or Rs. 5,000/- (Whichever is lower) for Stationary/books and 100% charges or Rs.
2,000/- (whichever is lower) for the Uniform.
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8. AAP will not provide enrollment and examination fees for board examination.

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1. AAP will provide 50% cost of tuition and other fees for Government Colleges for the needy
students .
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2. No financial assistance will be provided to the students of Self Finance Scheme.
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3. No financial assistance will be provided to the students of Private Colleges.
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For classes above 12% Standard (Including Professional Studies):
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1. AAP will provide upto 50% tuition fees to the deserved students who are studying in Government
Colleges/Universities. This will be applicable to those students who secure 80% or above marks in
HSC examinations.
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2. AAP will try to arrange tuitions (from grade | to XlI) for deserved students so that they can earn
some money through providing education and make themselves enable to arrange remaining 50%
fees. This will also help them increase their own knowledge and experience.
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3. No financial assistance will be given to the students on Self Finance Basis in Government
Colleges/Universities.
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4. No financial assistance will be given to the students of private colleges/Universities.
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AAP will provide 100% financial assistance to the students who are going to any Madarsa or School o
for the purpose of Hifz-e-Quran or Aalim Course. EUCEE;
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Special Case:

In case a student or family is not covered under the policy described above and still need financial
assistance, then AAP will try to arrange some specific donors who can directly assist such students
financially. AAP will not guarantee the assistance in this case but will try its best for the liaison
between the donor and needy student.

Procedure for getting Financial Assistance: :JK.'Q) K/ Sl .

1. Application form will be available at AAP Offices and on AAP Website.
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2. Applicant will submit completed form along with documents mentioned on the application
form. The form includes an undertaking showing that they really need financial assistance from
society and no other reasonable financial source is available to cater the needs.
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3. Education Committee will check the application and will interview the parents and will decide

on merit basis according to the policy described above. Any two members of the Education
committee can approve the financial assistance.
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4, Finance Committee will start giving the approved amount starting from first Sunday of every
month.
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5. Applicants will submit the monthly dishursement form along with original receipt of fees and
other charges every month for taking financial assistance every time. No advance fees or any
other charges will be given. Disbursement of fees will only be made within 2 months time
mentioned on the receipt. More than 2 months old receipts will not be entertained. Monthly
disbursement form is available at website of AAP and may also be taken from the office of AAP.
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6. Any approved financial assistance will be applicable for current academic year. For the new
academic year, fresh applications will be required and will be scrutinized as per point number 2
and 3 above.
